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Abstract— Student violence can be found in various forms with increasing intensity. The repetition of student violence shows that violence in schools is not easy to be eradicated. The reality of student violence requires in-depth study in order to explore the causes. This research was conducted in some high schools in Yogyakarta through qualitative methods. Data collection was carried out through focus group discussions (FGD) and interviews. Research subjects were the principals, teachers and students. The results show that student violence could occur either individually or collectively in the form of verbal, physical, emotional, and cyber. It could occur in the classroom, outside the classroom, and outside of school. School activities that involved students such as sports tournaments and supporter competitions were also prone to cause student violence. Nowadays social media is a new space for student to do verbal violence. The school needs to pay close attention to the implementation of school activities and establish closeness with students. By knowing the ins and outs of student activities, the teacher can play a role in preventing student violence.
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I. Introduction 

Violence has been becoming a phenomenon that is increasingly disturbing and seizing the attention of many parties. Violence as a global issue experienced by many countries occurs in various contexts and social environments including school violence which involves students. Student violence has long existing in schools and is now experiencing repetition and deformation that tends to be extreme. Research on student violence has been carried out by researchers from various scientific perspectives and multidisciplinary. However, the study of student violence still needs to be carried out and deepened so that the right solution can be found to cut out the root of the problem.
Student violence in schools exists as a form of social pathology and as a deviation in educational institutions. Cases of shootings in American schools that endangered school citizens show the failure of education in providing safe space. Qualitative data shows that the organizational structure, environment, and culture of schools that are not conducive can lead to social and emotional problems [1]. Education in the United States varies greatly. Poorly performing schools, especially in Chicago, have a correlation with violence. Exposure to the types of violence that often occur in schools is important to understand because violence has a negative influence on academic achievement [2].
The Indonesian Child Protection Commission (KPAI) reports data that shows that 84 percent of students in Indonesia have experienced violence in schools. Violence in schools is still quite high, both violence by teachers to students, student violence against teachers, and violence of students against other students. KPAI also revealed that 50 percent of children have reported bullied at school. What is worrying is that the case of cyberbully among students has also increased along with the development of technology and the influence of social media which is quite massive. Furthermore, it was stated that student brawl cases reached 144 cases or 32.35 percent [3]. In a national context, data from KPAI on the occurrence of cases of violence in the world of education throughout January-June 2019 shows that schools are no longer safe and comfortable places for students [4].

Violence among students still occurs in Yogyakarta. Student violence is also characterized by the use of unusual weapons that are dreadfully risky to injure opponents and may cause casualties. The momentum of violence usually occurs after the tournament by inter-school sports. One of the causes of student violence is hostility between schools [5]. Kadir's research [6] provides an overview of the emergence of Indonesian youth gangs involved in hostilities, such as brawl and klithih (sudden attacks by strangers). Within the gang membership, the discourse about charismatic leaders have been developing. Through gangs, students build skills as leaders starting from brawl preparation to attack their opponents. Even with membership in the gang, the masculine figure becomes a reference in establishing identity. Nilan highlights that brawls between schools happens within the context of masculinity [7]. During the transition to adulthood, Barry revealed that adolescents need social recognition in their lives [7]. This article sees schools as not always safe places by asking reflective questions about school activities that are potentially vulnerable to student violence.
II. Literarure Review
Ahimsa [8] asserted that violence can have serious consequences on the quality of human life. Violence is a socio-cultural phenomenon which does not occur in a silent state, but rather because there are certain conditions in society, namely the existence of values, views, and social norms that make violence possible. In fact, violence in any form is not justified because each individual's response is different. There are individuals who are ready to face it, but there are also many individuals who experience prolonged depression due to the violence they experienced.
The discussion on violence is always connected to the study of physical violence that is done collectively in nature. Collective violence is violence committed by a group of people. Violence can also be verbal, sexual, and virtual [9]. Violence in society is caused by violence on TV, families with dysfunction, child abuse, domestic violence, poor emotional and cognitive development, drugs, gangs, poverty, and unequal access to education. A number of programs need to focus on limiting the entry of weapons to schools and managing aggressiveness. However, many programs fail to address the causes of violence and aggression. Reducing violence can be done by promoting character education and developing effective learning communities that encourage schools to help children become more resilient in facing challenges without using violence [10]. Findings from a survey of students indicate the relative contribution of personal and media attributes in the preservation of violence [11].
In committing violence, students are not always alone. It generally involves other students. This shows the existence of student social networks. Student violence in gangs engages joint action in groups. Youth gangs are a universal phenomenon that attracts attention. Criminal and antisocial behavior perpetuated by youth gangs adversely affects the community. One empirical study discusses critically about the factors that motivate gang involvement, risk factors for gang involvement, and their bad consequences [12].
Other studies show that risky behaviors and attitudes in schools can mediate the relationship between gang membership and violent behavior. When student gang members engage in risky behavior, they are more likely to become school violence perpetrators [13]. For Chapin & Glason [11], there are individual and environmental risks, as stated in the statement: "Students (as a group) have risks regarding personal risks (being the victim of violence, being the perpetrator of violence) and environmental risks (violence in school)". The phenomenon of violence that occurs is the implication of the risks faced by students in their activities with fellow students.
Violence at school is violence that occurs on the way to school or go back from school, or at school-sponsored events. Students may become victims, perpetrators, or witnesses of violence. Adolescent violence includes various behaviors such as intimidation, physical assault with or without weapons, which cause emotional and physical harm [14]. Based on its level, Douglas & Waksler [15] categorize violence in schools as mild (potentially violent), moderate (violent at school), and severe (criminal acts).
In social life at school, there is often a dilemma between discipline and violence. At school there are school activities that are potentially vulnerable to student violence, such as: disciplinary violations (late, truant), delinquency, and punishment. Soehardi [8] explains that violence has the opportunity to emerge when the process of individual socialization requires discipline. Discipline using physical methods seems to have been considered common and not excessive. In Foucault's view [16], discipline and norms are the core concepts in understanding power techniques to shape, correct, and educate subjects to be obedient.
Violence in schools does not occur all the time, but depends on the conditions that allow it to occur. Assegaf [15] mentioned as a seasonal action that needs to be watched out for the possibility of occurrence, because the activity has the potential to turn into violence. Assumptions of peer mediation, conflict resolution, risk awareness approaches, and peaceful school approaches have been reviewed to formulate a number of policy recommendations. Parents and teachers need to be involved to deal precisely with the problem of violence in schools through entrenched effort. Many schools have programs, but they are still reactive. Comprehensive community-based initiatives that focus on identification and attention to the root causes of violence are needed to prevent violence [17].

III. Methods
This qualitative research focuses on school microsystems in Senior High School in Yogyakarta city. The subjects in this study were the principals, teachers, and students. Data collection techniques in this study were carried out through focused-group discussions (FGD) and interviews. Analysis of the data considered various information, attitudes, and opinions of informants through the process of understanding the meaning of intersubjective meaning [18]. The research data obtained were analyzed descriptively and interpretatively.
IV. Finding and discussion
          If the student violence still occurs repeatedly, then the school as an educational institution needs to be seen as a place that allows violence. According to high school students in Yogyakarta, violence might range from mocking one another to physical violence. Based on the time, violence could happen before, during, and after the lessons. The time before the lesson started was an opportunity for perpetrators to make violence because there were no supervisors watching thems. Likewise, the incidence of violence after school occurred because the school did not supervise students who had left the school. Based on the place, students stated that violence might occur both in the classroom and outside the classroom. Verbal violence also occurred when students interacted with each other on social media. Violence found in schools shows that it has become a tradition and a habit that repeatedly happens. Based on the results of the FGD with the teachers, the data show that student violence could occur individually or collectively in various activities at school.
Meanwhile, school activities that have the potential to cause vulnerability to student violence are described as follows:

Student violence in class could be verbal, such as taunting, threatening others if one was not allowed to cheat and could be action such as hiding others' belongings. Outside the classroom, violence might occur in various forms of activities such as school orientation, extra-curricular activities, sport tournaments, supporter competitions, and the closing event of the school year. This fact shows that violence in schools could occur in social interactions between students, both individually and in groups. Meanwhile, student involvement in group violence aims to develop a sense of solidarity and strengthen identity [8].
Violence in schools might occur between teachers and students in the context of discipline or between students at the same age and different generations. Inter-school student interactions also potentially caused violence when there were situations that allowed friction that could lead to conflict and violence. Foucault [16] sees discipline and norms as important concepts in understanding how power operates. Operations of power aim to form compliance. Discipline is analyzed as a technology of power norms in modern society. The goal of discipline is to discipline, correct and educate. Discipline practice is carried out by institutions, including specialized institutions such as educational institutions. Supervision of total control is done through a panoptic mechanism (awareness is always under supervision). In social activities at school, there is the possibility of unequal relations [16], for examples between teachers and students or between senior students and their juniors. A number of attempts were carried out by the school to reduce seniority, including cutting off student involvement in orientation activities, reconstructing a more educative introduction to the school environment, involving teachers in each activity, reducing off hours, and implementing character education.

Conclusion

          Schools that are expected to be the right places for character development might turn out to be unsafe places for students or even might become the places where violence occurs. This article highlights school activities that are potentially vulnerable to violence. Student violence that comes in various forms such as verbal, physical, emotional, and cyber can be done individually or in groups. Activities in schools can be potentially vulnerable to violence due to hidden social relations which are not balanced, such as violence in the relationship between teachers and students or violence in the relationship between senior students and junior students. School activities that involve a big group of students also prone to cause violence because of the bond of solidarity in groups (in-group feeling). Schools need to exercise control over the implementation of school activities to prevent the recurrence of student violence cases.
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
