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This research is motivated by the emergence of various acts of violence in the name of religion that are quite disturbing to society and the country, especially Muslim communities who are the majority citizens in Indonesia. One form of violence is based on narrow religious thought that sometimes does not accept other religious thoughts (intolerant). This kind of thinking ultimately leads to violent actions such as radical actions. This research aims to counter radicalism narratives of the best practices in society. Best practices are often not used as a means to match the radical narratives that have emerged. This research seeks to find these best practices, as a joint effort to fight, prevent and build inclusive religious life in Indonesian society.
This research is a research and development (R&D) conducted in a span of two years (two stages). Research locations are some areas that are very important to find research problems. This study took samples in Bali, Manado, and Batam, Riau Islands. Data collection uses observation, interviews, and focus group discussions (FGD) and assisted with documentation. Data analysis was performed descriptively using interactive qualitative analysis techniques with steps of data collection, data reduction, data presentation, and drawing conclusions, which then continued with the description of research results.
The results showed that there are quite a lot of living practices in Indonesian society and need to be developed in other places. As happened in Batam City, Kepulauan Riau, best practices to maintain harmony in religious activities (Islam) among the people that are coordinated by the government are running well. The Batam City Government is trying to maintain the growth and development of religious radicalism by making counter-narrative efforts of radicalism through structuring lectures or religious sermons in mosques and other places. Majlis taklim in the community and religious activities in schools and colleges can also be well controlled so that the anticipation of religious radicalism in Batam goes well. An inclusive Islam that carries the mission of rahmatan lil'alamin grew well in Batam.
